1. In the event that the cords are either loose or too tight, we act as follows:
1.1. Fold (open) the insect screen to the one side and unclip the black plastic strip from the facing profile, to expose the l
regulators
1.2 If the cords are loose, use an allen screwdriver 2.5mm and pull the upper regulator downwards and the bottom regulator T
upwards until the cords are stretched (attention: they should not be too tight) _'\']
1.3 If the cords are too tight, use an allen 2.5mm and pull the bottom regulator downwards and the upper regulator upwards,
until the cords are loose (attention: they should not be too loose)

1.4 Press the cords downwards until they snap into the bottom caps of the vertical profiles

2. In the event that the insect screen is too “tight” during operation, we act as follows:
2.1.The bottom caps of the insect screen haven’t buckle to the bottom rail. Press downwards

2.2 The cords from the handle profile to the facing profile are possibly tangled (they make an X). The cords should be parallel between
each otherandneedtobe placed alongand below the hooks of the bottom horizontal rail

3. In the event that when closing the insect screen, the handle closes well at the top but has a gap at the bottom, we act as
follows:
3.1. Loosen up (move upwards) the upper regulator

4. In the event that when closing the insect screen the handle closes well at the bottom but has a gap at the top, we act as
follows:
4.1. Loosen up (move downwards) the bottom regulator

5. In the event that the cords are in the middle of the bottom rail and not right and left, we act as follows:
5.1. Move the cords right and left on the bottom caps of the handle and the facing profile

6. In the event that while the handle profile is properly attached to the facing profile, the magnet doesn’t work:

6.1. The magnets inside the caps are placed upside down. Remove one magnet, rotate it 180 degrees and put it back inside the profile. Repeat
